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included and dates and names are used as sparingly as possible.
The pictures of life are intimate and the aim is to stimulate the
imagination of the child so that he may begin to place himself
in an historical perspective. The arrangement, which is roughly
chronological, ranges from the Spanish missions of California to
the founding of the commonwealths of the Northwest. Material
is historically correct and sources are indicated. It is printed and
bound as a school book should be, and a selected list of books at
the end furnishes opportunity for the unusual child.

Famous Frontiermen, Pioneers and Scouts: the Romance of
Ameriwn History. By E. G. CATTERMOLE. (Tarrytown,
New York: William Abbatt, 1926. Pp. 554. $2.50.)
Attention is called to a new edition from the original plates

of this classic Western book, now long out of print. Printed from
old plates neither the type nor the illustrations are as distinct or
clear as is desirable in books intended for general reading. This
edition however furnishes an opportunity to secure a worth while
book which might not otherwise be obtainable. To the material
of the original is added brief biographies of James Bridger, Frank
Grouard, and Charles Reynolds.
