This reprint carries a new title-page and also repeats the orig-
inal one with Francis Parkman’s autograph as of August of that
year of publication, 1856. The present editor claims only to have
brought forth this book to interest the general reader in the career
of a successful fur-hunter and savage Indian fighter. That career

was certainly an exciting one.
