.Lainvestigadora Cecilia Salinas abor-
da la dificil tarea de rastrear y seguir la
hasta ahora invisible historia de las
mujeres en el movimiento obrero
chileno entre 1880 y 1920.

Chilean women have been part of
working-class activities since at least
1880. Very early they began to take part
in organizational work within the
emerging proletarian movement.
However, traditional historians includ-
ing those who give an account of the
working-class movement, only make
sporadic mention of the participation of
women.

Researcher Cecilia Salinas takes on the
difficult task of tracking down and fol-
lowing the until now invisible story of
women’s involvement in the Chilean
working-class movement between 1880
and 1920. She satisfies a long overdue
and ever urgentneed, raising many ques-
tions and issues.
